The goal of the Reporting directive is to facilitate and harmonise the different administrative procedures that apply to maritime transport,
through the implementation of electronic data exchange (by the 1st of June 2015) and the rationalisation of the reporting formalities.
If possible, the international standards developed in the context of the FAL convention (Convention on Facilitation of International
Maritime Traffic) should be used as a basis.

The directive includes clauses regarding the time of provinding the necessary information, and the electronic transmission of data via
one electronic platform that is connected with SafeSeaNet, e-customs and other electronic systems. It also discusses data exchange
between Member States and the competent authorities through the SafeSeaNet system, the confidentiality of certain data and the
exemption of certain ships to hand in FAL forms.
