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// abstract:

The COLREGs Convention was created to substitute the Collision Regulations of 1960. One of the most significant innovations in
the convention was the acknowledgement of traffic separation schemes. This convention provides regulations for the determination
of safe velocity, the risk of collisions and the guidance of ships that operate in or in close proximity to the traffic separation schemes.

The convention consists of 38 measures, divided into five sections: Part A - General; Part B - Steering and Sailing; Part C - Lights
and Shapes; Part D - Sound and Light signals; and Part E - Exemptions. Moreover, four annexes were added with the technical
requirements concerning lights, ship types and their positioning, sound-emitting devices, complementary signals for fishing vessels
when they operate too close to one another, as well as international emergency signals.
